When Super Stars began
five years ago, we were reaching 40 students, and
now in 2005, Super Stars averages 120 students per
day, some days even reaching near 200. NCC is
blessed to collaborate with many people from the
Jackson areato make Super Stars a success. A di-
verse group of speakers from many different back-
grounds come to share daily devotionals with the
children. Thisyear, 50 children made professions of
faith. On Fridays, the children spend the day at
Jackson Prep, where they receive sports instruction
and participate in arts and crafts.
