REAL HEROES WEAR GOD’S ARMOR

Neighborhood Christian Center’s 5-week annual
Summer Super Stars for Christ program recently
celebrated its 8th summer at First Presbyterian church.
Songs of praise, devotions and academic enrichment
activities in reading and math administered by Christian
school teachers were the daily focus for the 140 children
who attended the program from 8 a.m. to 3 p.m. On

three Fridays, buses and vans took everyone on a field trip to Jackson Acad-
emy where rotating workshops were provided by JA staff members.
